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INTRODUCTION

Jesus taught in parables—simple stories unveiling deep truths about
God’s Kingdom. Its values often contradict the norms of the world
around us. Many found them shocking and threatening to their
lifestyles. But listeners discovered great joy in the surprising life under
God's rule. His Kingdom upsets expectations yet reveals deeper

wisdom of grace, justice, and love.

The Parable of the Wise and Foolish Builders (Matthew 7:24-27)
serves as a powerful conclusion to Jesus’ Sermon on the Mount in the
gospel of Matthew. Matthew’s Gospel is widely understood to be
structured around five major teaching discourses of Jesus (Matthew
5-7, 10, 13, 18, 23-25), often seen as echoing a “Pentateuch-like”
pattern (first five books of the Old Testament).

This simple Parable contrasts two men — one who built his house on a
rock while the other built on sand. When storms came, the house on
the rock survived. The significance of this parable extends far beyond
its: memorable imagery of houses, storms, and foundations. This
parable delivers a profound message about the fundamental
importance of not merely hearing the teachings of Jesus, but actively
living them out in daily life. The parable functions as both a warning
and an encouragement, challenging listeners to examine the
foundations upon which they have built their spiritual lives while

offering assurance to those who choose the path of obedience.



The Parable of
the Wise and Foolish B

Matthew 7:24-29

“Therefore, everyone who hears these words of mine and puts them into
practice is like a wise man who built his house on the rock. #*The rain
came down, the streams rose, and the winds blew and beat against that
house; yet it did not fall, because it had its foundation on the rock. ?°But
everyone who hears these words of mine and does not put them into
practice is like a foolish man who built his house on sand. #The rain
came down, the streams rose, and the winds blew and beat against that
house, and it fell with a great crash.”

%When Jesus had finished saying these things, the crowds were amazed
at his teaching, *’because he taught as one who had authority, and not

as their teachers of the law.

Luke 6:46-49

“Why do you call me, ‘Lord, Lord,” and do not do what | say@ “’As for
everyone who comes to me and hears my words and puts them into
practice, | will show you what they are like. “They are like a man
building a house, who dug down deep and laid the foundation on rock.
When a flood came, the torrent struck that house but could not shake it,
because it was well built. *’But the one who hears my words and does
not put them into practice is like a man who built a house on the ground
without a foundation. The moment the torrent struck that house, it

collapsed and its destruction was complete.”



The Elements in the Parable

The parable's power lies in its simple, relatable imagery, where each
element carries significant spiritual weight.

Two Builders

They represent two types of people who are exposed to Jesus'
teachings. Both builders hear the exact same words. The difference is not
in their access to the truth but in their response to it. The wise builder
hears the words of Jesus and puts them into practice while the foolish
hears but does not obey. This implies that simply listening to sermons,

reading the Bible, or identifying as a Christian is insufficient.

* The wise builder is described with the Greek word ‘phronimos’,
which means "prudent” or "sensible." This term is deeply rooted in
Jewish wisdom tradition.

- In the Old Testament: A wise person was one who was
observant of the Torah (the Law of God). Wisdom was
demonstrated by obedience to God's commands (Proverbs
2:1-2; Proverbs 3:7, Jeremiah 8:8-9).

- In Jesus' Teaching: Jesus re-frames this concept of wisdom. The
truly wise person is the one who hears "these words of mine"
(Matt.7:24)—the teachings of the sermon—and puts them into
practice. Obedience to Jesus' word is the new standard for
wisdom.



* The foolish builder is described with the Greek word ‘moros,’
which means wilfully ignorant, dull, foolish, acting without
reflection. The foolish designation in the biblical context is not the
lack of intelligence but rather it is the failure to apply God's

teachings in one’s life.

Two Houses

This symbolizes a person's life, character, and eternal destiny.

« The metaphor of “building a house” to represent “establishing a
life” was a familiar concept in Jewish thought (Proverbs 9:1 -
Wisdom has built her house...), making the parable's imagery
relevant to Jesus' audience.

 Both individuals are actively building a life. On the surface, their
houses might even look identical. The crucial difference is unseen in
the foundation.

Two Foundations

This is the heart of the parable.

o The Rock: The rock is obedience to the words of Jesus. It is the

active, consistent application of His teachings to one's life.
 The Sand / No Foundation: This represents hearing Jesus' words

but failing to act on them. It is a life built on superficial belief without
the substance of obedience.



The Storm
* The storm represents the frials that every life will inevitably face.

e It can signify the tribulations, temptations, and hardships of this

world.

* Most importantly it also points to the finality of God's judgment,
where the true quality of a person's life-work will be revealed by
God (1 Cor. 3:11-13).




Comparative Analysis of
the Parable in Matthew and Luke

Here is a detailed table comparing the Wise and Foolish Builders,
incorporating the distinct details from both Matthew's and Luke's
Gospels (Matthew 7:24-28 and Luke 6:46-49).

Before examining the differences, it is crucial to recognize what the two
builders have in common. These similarities highlight that the critical
distinction is not in their opportunity or circumstances, but in their

response.

Both builders hear the exact same words from Jesus. Neither has an
advantage in terms of the information they receive. They are both
engaged in the activity of constructing a life and completed their houses.

The storm too hits both the houses.

Whose Wisdom Are Y
Building Your Life On?

From the dawn of humanity, a fundamental choice has confronted every
person: Which wisdom will shape your life —the wisdom of God, the
wisdom of the world or that of your own wisdom? This question echoes
through the story of the forbidden fruit in the Garden of Eden, the
blessings and curses spoken by Moses, seen in the wisdom literature of
the bible — books like Proverbs, Job, Ecclesiastes and reaches its climax

in the teachings of Jesus on the Sermon on the Mount.
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Godly wisdom comes from God and brings honour to Him. It always

begins with a deep respect for God (“the fear of the Lord”) and leads to

a life that is set apart for Him.

Worldly wisdom, on the other hand, is not concerned with honouring



God but with pleasing oneself.
With worldly wisdom, we may
become educated, street-smart,
and have “common sense” that
enables us to play the world’s
game successfully.  Following
worldly wisdom can lead to
self-deception. In the book of
James, worldy  wisdom s
described as ‘earthly, unspiritual,

demonic’ (James 3:15)

Godly wisdom prepares us for
eternity by encouraging us to

reminds us that we belong fo

God's kingdom, not just this world,
and calls us to make choices that
show our loyalty to Him here and

To have godly wisdom is to see
life the way God sees it and to

live accordingly.

The House as Temple

When Jesus told His parable of the wise
and foolish builders, His Jewish
audience heard something far deeper
than construction advice. His words
about laying "a foundation upon rock”
were a direct allusion to the Temple
itself—specifically the rabbinic tradition
of the 'eben shetiyah ("foundation
stone"). Within Jewish culture, the word
"house"” could easily evoke the idea of
"Temple," and "rock" would be readily
identified as the foundation stone of that
sacred building.

Isaiah 28:16 provides the theological
backdrop. The prophet mocked people
who had "constructed a refuge and
shelter out of lies," predicting that a great
storm  would destroy  their false
foundation. But God promised hope:
"See, | lay a stone in Zion, a tested stone,
a precious cornerstone for a sure
foundation; the one who relies on it will
never be stricken with panic.”

The Mishnah preserves an ancient
tradition: "After the ark was taken away
a stone remained there from the time of
the early prophets, and it was called
'shetiyah' [the foundation]." Even when
invaders destroyed the Temple and
removed the Ark, this foundation stone

endured as a symbol of God's
unshakeable presence.
This context makes Jesus' dramatic

Temple cleansing perfecily clear: it was
an acted parable of judgment and
destruction. The physical Temple would
fall, but those who built their lives on
Him—the true foundation  stone
prophesied by Isaiah—would stand
forever. Jesus wasn't just teaching about
building; He was establishing God's

new, unshakeable Temple.



The Sermon on thel
in a Nutshell

The Sermon on the Mount is the most complete record we have of
Jesus’ teachings on the arrival of God’s Kingdom, promising that
God's presence and blessing is available to everyone. Imagine Jesus
sitting down to give us the ultimate rulebook for a good life - the
Sermon on the Mount is exactly that—it's His blueprint for what it really
means to follow Him.

Literary Design of the Sermon on the Mount

The Sermon on the Mount is not a random collection of teaching
snippets. These are Jesus' core teachings, organized infentionally to

help readers understand emphasis points and to aid memorization.

It contains three major sections, and the middle section (main body)
itself has three parts, and each middle part breaks into three parts, as
well. At the centre of the centre section, we read the famous prayer
Jesus taught his followers (Matt.6:5-15)




Part 1: What You Are

(The Identity of a Follower)

First, Jesus describes who you are
when you're part of His team. He
starts with the "Beatitudes," which

are similar to a nine-part recipe for

a truly good life, promising
blessings for being humble,
merciful, and pure in heart
(Matt.5:3-10). And the good

news is that all are welcome into
the Kingdom of God - the least,
the lowest, and the unexpected

in the society.

* The Kingdom of God that Jesus
proclaims isn't just for winners
or those with high social status
rather it is for the powerless
and hopeless or people often

Beatitudes

The Beatitudes are not a checklist of
virtues to achieve or commands to
obey. They are the very heartbeat of
the gospel—a stunning
announcement of good news.

This is the revelation of an upside-down
kingdom, one that comes not for the
strong and self-sufficient, but for the
least likely. It is for the powerless, the
grieving, the meek, and those who
hunger for a righteousness they cannot
muster on their own.

Beatitudes are a divine reversal. They
force us to ask, “Who does God
consider blessed?” And the answer
will surprise you. I's not who you see on
the magazine covers. It's the ones the
world often overlooks. Jesus proclaims
God’'s favour on those the world
often dismisses as hopeless. He
rewrites the definition of "blessed,”
shifting it from external success to
internal reliance on God.

This was always the promise. He is
fulfilling the prophecy of Isaiah, who
spoke  of  comfort  for  the
broken-hearted, freedom for captives,
and beauty for ashes (Isaiah 61:1-3).

Hear an invitation. If you feel poor in
spirit, if you mourn, if you are meek or
persecuted —the Kingdom of Heaven is
not far off. It is coming for you. This is
the good news: God'’s blessing rests
not on those who have it all together,
but on those who know they need
Him.



* Jesus’ words tell us that God's love and blessing come especially
to those who need Him the most.

* The key to understanding the Beatitudes is not in the first half of each
saying, but in the second. The blessing is not in the poverty or
mourning itself. The blessing is in God's action: for theirs is the
kingdom or for they will be comforted. Our hope is in the God who
provides, comforts, and fulfils.

Then, He gives us two powerful images:

* You are Salt: You're meant to preserve goodness and add flavour
to the world (Matt.5:13).

* You are Light: You're made to stand out, shine brightly, and help
others see the way to God, like a city on a hill that can’t be hidden
(Matt.5:14).

Part 2: How You Live (The Action of a Follower)

Next, Jesus gets practical and shows us what this looks like in real life.
He calls it a "greater righteousness"—a goodness that goes deeper
than just following rules (Matt.5:20).

* It's About Your Heart: He takes well-known rules like "don't
murder" and says it's also about not holding onto anger
(Matt.5:21-22). He says "don’t commit adultery" is also about not
lusting. It's not just about your actions, but the thoughts and intentions
of your heart (Matt.5:27-28).



* It's About Your Private Life: He talks about doing good things for
the right reasons—like giving, praying, and fasting simply for God,
not to show off for others to see. This is where He teaches the Lord's
Prayer as a model for how to talk to God (Matt.6:1-18).

* |t's About Your Focus: He warns us that we can’t serve both God
and money. He tells us not to worry about our lives, but to trust God
for everything we need, one day at a fime (Matt.6:19-24).

* It's About Your Relationships: He teaches us not to judge others but
to look at our own flaws first. And He sums it all up with the Golden
Rule: " So in everything, do to others what you would have them do

to you, for this sums up the Law and the Prophets." (Matt.7:12)

Once we hear Jesus' teachings, it's easy to fall again into the trap of
trying to "do" these things externally with wrong motives. This often
stems from our natural human tendencies or religious mindset —like
pride, fear of judgment, or a desire for approval—rather than a changed

heart.

For example, we are kind not because we are trying to check a box
labelled "kindness," but because the Spirit is genuinely making us into
kinder people. We forgive not because it's a rule, but because our
hearts, softened by the forgiveness we have received from Christ, are

learning to release others.

So, according to Jesus, the right actions are only fruits of righteousness

from a changed heart.



* You don't strive to not be angry; you abide in Christ's love until His
peace guards your heart. (Philippians 4:7)

* You don't force yourself to love your enemy; you receive so much of
God's unconditional love for you that it overflows to others. (Romans
5:5)

* You don't pray to be seen; you pray because you are in a loving

conversation with your Father (Matthew 6:6).

When Jesus says, "Be perfect.. as your heavenly Father is perfect"
(Matthew 5:48), He is not giving a command we can achieve through
striving. He is holding up a mirror to show us our absolute need for a
new heart—the very heart He offers when we run to Him. The “greater
righteousness” that Jesus teaches us can only be achieved through our
daily dependence on Him and learning from Him!

Part 3: The Choice You Make (The Response of a Follower)
Finally, Jesus makes it clear that hearing his teachings isn’t enough. You
have to make a choice.

* Two Gates: You can choose the wide, easy road that everyone

takes, or the narrow, harder road that leads to life by following Jesus
(Matt.7:13-14).

* Two Trees: You can spot fake people by their actions, just like you
can spot a bad tree by its rotten fruit. Be a good tree and produce
good fruits (Matt.7:15-20).



* Two Foundations: You can be wise and build your life on obeying
His words (a rock-solid foundation), or be foolish and build on just
hearing them (a shaky foundation). When life’s storms hit, only the
life built on obedience will stand (Matt.7:24-27).

In a nutshell, the Sermon on the Mount is Jesus’ guide to a life that's truly

blessed and flourishing. It starts with your identity, changes your actions,
and challenges you to make the choice to build your life on Him. To truly
live by the whole of the sermon on the mount is only achievable with
the help of the Holy Spirit.



The Sermon on the Mount is @ change
for your heart and not just habits.

Sometimes people think Jesus just gave us a siricter list of rules to follow.
But that's missing the point. He wasn't just a rule-maker; He was the wisest
teacher ever, and His goal was much bigger. It was about God changing

you on the inside —transforming your heart.

This is what the Bible calls the "circumcision of the heart"—where
God Himself removes our sinful, stubborn, self-centered nature and
creates a new, sensitive heart that is tuned to His love and will. When
your heart is changed in this fundamental way, the right actions—like
being kind, pure, and forgiving—start to flow out naturally from this new

inner core.

The core idea is that what one ought to do (e.g., forgive, as in Matthew
6:14-15) becomes what one wants to do—frees us from "trying harder."
lt's God's work (Deuteronomy 30:6, Ezekiel 36:26-27, Jeremiah 31:33),
fulfilled in Christ (Philippians 3:3, Colossians 2:11), making Kingdom life

joyful.

This is the miracle of circumcision of the heart—God making us new from
the inside out, so that righteousness becomes not something we
struggle toward, but something we live from.

So, then the Sermon on the Mount becomes not an impossible standard to
achieve through human effort, but a natural description of what happens
when God writes His law on our hearts and puts His Spirit within us.



How to Actually Live Out
the Sermon on the Mount?

Living out the Sermon on the Mount is a lifelong adventure of
apprenticeship (or discipleship) with Jesus. It all starts with your
foundation.

Your main goal as a follower is to
* Be with Jesus
* Become like Jesus
* Do what Jesus did.

You can't skip to the "doing" part without the "being" and "becoming."

* It Starts with Trust: You become His apprentice because you believe
He is right about everything. You trust that His way of living—of
loving, forgiving, and frusting God—is the best way to live, the way

humanity was designed to function.

* It's about committing your whole Life: It is a new orientation for
your entire existence. Following Jesus isn't a "religious” side hobby.
Jesus said to "forsake all" (Luke 14:33), which means He becomes
the most important asset in your life. Nothing—not your reputation,
your plans, or your comfort—is held higher than Him and His
Kingdom.

In short, it's a journey of staying close to Jesus and letting Him change

you from the inside out, so your whole life reflects His ways.



Building a Life That Lasts

What does it mean to truly follow Jesus?

It's not just about knowing His words, but putting them into practice. Jesus
said, “Whoever hears my words and puts them into action is like a wise

builder who builds on a solid foundation” (Matthew 7:24). Obedience is
the first step in building a life that lasts.

1. Learning to Obey: Doing What Jesus Said
Obedience means doing what Jesus taught, even when it's hard. For
example, Jesus said to “love your enemies” and “do not worry.” A true
disciple tries to forgive those who hurt them and trusts God with their
worries instead of giving in to fear. The goal is to become someone
who naturally shows love and peace.

2. Learning to Live: Imitating Jesus Every Day
Following Jesus isn't just for special moments—it's for everyday life.
Whether at home, school, work, or with friends, we ask, “How would
Jesus act here2” We try to show His kindness, honesty, and wisdom in
every situation. This makes our faith strong and practical, like the walls
of a sturdy house.

3. Learning to Make a Difference: Using Kingdom Power
A house isn't just for shelter—it's a place to welcome and help others.
Jesus was “anointed with power to do good and heal” (Acts 10:38).
His followers learn to share God's love and power by praying for the
sick, standing up for sick, standing up for justice, giving wise advice, or
serving others. But real power must be built on character.



Without Christlike love and humility,
spiritual power can be dangerous.
That's why prayer, Bible study, and
fellowship are so important—they
help us grow strong inside so we can
use God's power wisely and kindly.

Are you building your life on a
solid plan or on shifting sand?

God)

As in the Days of Noabh...

Imagine Noah's situation. God says,
“Build an ark." Noah looks up—clear
skies everywhere. He's never seen rain.
Nobody has. But something inside him
says "trust God anyway." Noah wasn't
an expert boat builder. He only
followed God's blueprint. Noah didn't
argue or improvise. He didn't sketch his
own version on a napkin, thinking, "/
know better." No, he trusted God's plan.

Then the rain came.

All was swept away except the
God-designed boat. Picture everyone
else scrambling to build rafts using their
own smart ideas ~ slapping together
rafts from scraps. Every human solution
failed. Only God's plan worked.

Jesus told a similar story of two men who
built their houses. When the rain and
flood came, only the house built on rock
stood strong.

Here's what matters: Noah's ark
survived because he trusted God, not
because he was a great builder. His
simple obedience saved his life.

For us, Christ is that solid rock. He's our
blueprint for life. Building on Him
means hearing His words about
grace, forgiveness, and love—then
actually doing what He says.

The world offers easier options—popular
opinions, doing things your own way,
taking shortcuts. Seems simpler and
faster. But it won't last.

So, check your foundation today. When
the storms come —and they will—what's
holding you up?

Follow God's plan.



We are called to arrange our lives around these practices that help us
receive God's grace and empower our transform. It's how we move from
just wanting to be like Jesus to increasingly living with His character and
power in our everyday lives. Without a plan, your good intentions often
fade. With a plan, your faith becomes a living, growing reality — a
house that is built on the rock can withstand every storm.

The Parable ends with a crash and that sound echoes through the ages. It's
a blunt reminder that simply hearing Jesus’ words—nodding along in
agreement, even feeling stirred in our hearis—is not enough. If our lives
don’t change, if our actions don't align, we are like the foolish builder,
constructing a house on sand. That is the essence of hypocrisy: knowing
the truth but failing to live it.

Jesus calls us to more. He invites us into a process of becoming—digging
deep, laying our lives on the solid rock of His teachings. This isn’t done in
a moment; it takes time, reflection, with the help of the Holy Spirit and the
support of a faith community — the church where we can grapple, learn,
and grow together. It's how we mature, how we strengthen our souls
against the storms of doubt, persecution, and trial.

So, let us be hearers and doers. Let our faith be seen in our lifestyle and

not just our words. For only then will we stand unshaken when the rains fall
and the winds blow.
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
